Il. Chairman’s Report:

There was no Chairman’s Report.

111. Executive Director’s Report:

Mr. Harper said that we can expect to receive only 70% of our fiscal year 2009 funding
for the first seven days of the new fiscal year. He said there is gridlock being caused by
the Governor and Republican legislative leaders refusing to take the responsibility for
authorizing slot machines at seven Ohio race tracks. Reportedly, taxes raised by this
gaming activity would raise close to $1 billion over a 14 month period and balance the
state budget, at least for now.

A. Executive Committee.

Mr. Haskins stated that several Board members suggested that the bylaws be
amended to include the Contract Committee as a standing committee rather than
an ad hoc committee. This would ensure a timely and consistent review of
contracts and/or any issues with contracts.
